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Oral Myiasis in a Hemiplegic Patient: A Case Report
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Abstract

Oral myiasis is a rare oral disease founded in
humans. It is associated with poor oral hygiene.
Disabled patients and people in vegetative state
are particularly at high-risk of the disease. This
study presents a case of oral myiasis in 78 years
old Thai male with hemiplegia. A lot of fly
larvae infested in his mouth together with
advanced periodontal disease. The patient was
treated by manual larval removal as well as
debridement under general anesthesia. The
treatment gave favorable results. Oral myiasis
can be prevented by maintaining good oral, and

personal and public hygiene.
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
