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Orthognathic Surgical Treatment in Patients with
Mandibular Prognathism.
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Abstract

The purpose of this article is to present our current approach to the combined surgical-orthodontic correction of
class I1I dentofacial deformity in two cases of 19 year-old Thai female and 21 year-old male. In this paper we discussed
the basic preparatory orthodontic treatment and listed those basic surgical procedures that may be appropriated in
treatment of the patient who has a mandibular prognathism. This approach has proved successful to date and is worth of

consideration.
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
