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ABSTRACT

Impression making in post surgical maxillectomy patient who presented with microstomia may be difficult
when stock impression tray is used. This article describes a fast and inexpensive technique for fabricating a custom tray in post
surgical microstomic patients. The direct-mouth forming waxed-tray is invested in a dental flask and packed with self-curing
acrylic resin.
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
