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Abstracts

Chievitz’s organs, epithelial nests, have been found in the sensory nerve bundles. 1t is approximately located at
the buccotemporalis fascia and close to the medial surface of posterior portion of the mandible. This structure may be

misdiagnosed as a perineural invasion of cancerous cells in the oral cavity. The purpose of this paper is to provide
information about Chievitz’s organ for the dentists, especially those who practice oral surgeons, oral pathologists and

lecturers in the anatomical subject.
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
