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Rehabilitation using definitive obturator prosthesis following
maxillectomy for ameloblastoma: A case report
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Abstract
Tumor resection of a cancer lesion produces maxillary defects that can be easily restored with an obturator to close the defect area.
A definitive obturator can be designed according to Aramany’s Classification and the remaining teeth of the resected arch can be used as
abutments for the maxillary obturator. In this case report, the restoration with maxillary obturator is sequencially reported as a guideline in

rehabilitating maxillary defect caused by tumor resection.
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
