Abstract

Periodontal plastic surgery has evolved to meet the demands of today’s dental patients with gingival
recession problem. Nowadays, the optimal esthetic result and root coverage outcome can be achieved
by various surgical techniques. The predicatability of such procedures, however, varies among the
different reports. The factors responsible for these differences are not fully understood. The purpose of
this article is to review and comment of factors that affect root coverage outcome and may enhance the
predictability of root coverage.
