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Periodontal Manifestations of Systemic Diseases Resembling Periodontitis
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Abstract

According to the 1999 International Workshop for a Classification of Periodontal Diseases and Conditions, periodontal
disease is classified into 2 main categories; gingival diseases and periodontitis. Periodontitis is further classified as chronic
periodontitis, aggressive periodontitis, periodontitis as a manifestation of systemic diseases, and so forth. Histoplasmosis
and Mycobacterium tuberculosis-associated lesions are systemic diseases categorized as non-plaque-induced gingival
lesions. They commonly exhibit gingival inflammation and probably found alveolar bone destruction. Besides,
Neurofibromatosis, Actinomycosis, Invasive squamous cell carcinoma, and Leiomyosarcoma are systemic diseases that
have been found to exhibit alveolar bone loss as well, however, they are not categorized as systemic diseases with
manifestation of periodontitis. This article will review the characteristic of these systemic diseases, focusing on their
etiology, signs and symptoms, diagnosis, and also describe appropriate dental treatment for these conditions prior refer the
patients to physicians.
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
