A Large Neurilemmoma of the Mandible : A Case Report
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Abstract

This is the reported case a of 37 -year-old Thai female who came to
Singburi Hospital with the chief complaint of slight swelling at the right
mandible, without signs of inflammation, pain, or sensory loss. Clinical
diagnosis indicated traumatic bone cyst. Biopsy was conducted with the
resulting histopathological diagnosis of neurilemmoma. At the second visit,
total enucleation was performed under local anesthesia. However, some
damage to the inferior alveolar nerve was later found causing paresthesia at
the right lower lip. A second histopathological examination of the tumor
confirmed the previous diagnhosis.

Follow - up of the patient for 15 years revealed neither recurrence of
the tumor nor death of the teeth. The paresthesia of lower lip was still left but
decreased.
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
