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Abstract

The aims of this descriptive cross-sectional
research were to study (1) problem of job’s progress of
dental nurses (2) problem of professional practice of
dental nurses. The samples were 378 dental nurses who
worked in area health 10 consisting of five provinces;
Amnat Charoen, Ubon Ratchathani, Si Sa Ket, Yasothon and
Mukdahan. The questionnaire was used for data collection
with content reliability and validity. Data were analyzed as
percentages, means and standard deviations

The results revealed that the samples were mostly

female (85.2 percent) witiil mean age 29 years. About 44
percent hold a bachelor’s degree. The average income was
8,920 bath, and average work experience was10 years.
Twenty-two percent of dental nurses had further education
and 3.6 percent studied in dental public heaith. The
purpose of further education was to increase qualification
(39.7 percent), change job’s positions (3.7 percent).
Sixty-eight percent of dental nurses never moved to another
workplace. The reasons of moving were to decrease
distance commuted to work (31.4 percent) and increase
opportunities for move up position (77.0 percent). About
sixty-five percent reported themselves as having little salary
when compared to their workioad. The result showed that
dental nurses had dental treatment beyond their capacity
accounted for 73.5 percent. The percent of dental nurses
who may resign from the position or to change the current
job because of the frustration in professional practice was
72.8.
