Intentional replantation is the treatment of choice when the conventional root canal
treatments failed, or surgical endodontic retreatment is not indicated. Although its success rate is
very high and the cost is not expensive, case selection is the most important issue for intenticnal
replantation. Root fracture during tooth extraction and root resorption are common failure of this
treatment. This article reviews indications, contraindications, treatment protocols, success and

failure of intention replantation.
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
